JEFF
Hey, April. What’s up? That test
was sick, huh?


APRIL
Yeah, I guess you could say that.


JEFF
We’re trying to light up a joint.
Do you want to smoke one with us?

APRIL
I would, but I can’t get high right now. I have cheer practice. Megan would kill me.

JEFF
Alright. I get it.


JEFF
Hey, Reppert! Are you gonna light
that thing or what?

LEO
I’m working on it!

JEFF
You wouldn’t have survived the
stone age, man.

LEO
You wouldn’t either.

JEFF
Fair point.



APRIL
Why is smoking so important to you?

JEFF
It makes me feel so relaxed, man.
Like, it makes me forget all my
problems.


APRIL
What problems?

(Note for actor: You don’t really want to think about your parents right now. You know that you’re a failure in their eyes and that avoiding your responsibilities, like you’re doing right now, will come back to bite you.)


JEFF
You know, parent stuff. They have
high expectations. And I don’t
really live up to them.
